Notes on installing indoor receivers connected to the WiFi network

Install the indoor receiver: away from any metal objects that may interfere with the signal, or from any devices 

that generate magnetic fi elds. Install it in the same room as the router or have the least possible number of walls 

separating the router and the indoor receiver.

If the place chosen for installing the indoor receiver is not easily reached by a suffi  ciently intense WiFi signal, we 

suggest installing a signal regeneration processor which is easily bought on the open market.
